
Outline Tabernacle Prayer MB 

 

1. I am the priest - God has ordained me, this time, this place 
 1 Peter 2:9—But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy na-

tion, God’s special possession  

2. I have been delivered from slavery—  Judges 6:9 I rescued you ... 

And I delivered you from the hand of all your oppressors  
3. I am ready to enter in -  Psalm 100:4—Enter his gates with thanks-

giving and his courts with praise  
4. I bring a sacrifice of praise, I remember His sacrifice. The benefits 

if His blood brings forgiveness, righteousness (right standing) heal-

ing— Hebrews 13:15 Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to 

God a sacrifice of praise  
5. I approach the laver for washing, cleansing, sanctification, and re-

flection of who I was and who I am— 1 Cor 6:11 And that is what 

some of you were. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified 

in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God  

6. I light the menorah which reveals truth about God and His word. 
Rhema gives counsel wisdom and rest (7th lamp) Matt 16:17 
"Blessed are you, ... for this was not revealed to you by flesh and blood, but by 

my Father in heaven.  

7. I eat showbread - His provision, He is enough, bread of life, I have 
no lack. I receive 7,000 promises I can’t catch quail or make 

manna. John 6:35 “I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never 

go hungry  

8. I light incense - giving praise, honor, blessing, and partner with the 
person of the Holy Spirit— Rev. 8:4 The smoke of the incense, together 

with the prayers of God's people, went up before God  

9. I enter the Holy of Holies -  in mercy seat, enjoy His glory, ask for 
sacred presence (what is closest to me?) Heb 10:19 Therefore, breth-

ren, since we have confidence to enter the holy place by the blood of Jesus, by a 

new and living way which He inaugurated for us through the veil  

10. I Dwell, wait, listen in patient expectation. Psalm 27:4 One thing I 

ask from the Lord, this only do I seek: that I may dwell in the house of the 

Lord all the days of my life
