1)Word of Wisdom  
“The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; all who follow his precepts have good 
understanding” (Psalm 111:10). This is the precious gift that Solomon asked for and 
received from God to be able to rightly rule God‘s nation (I Kings 3:12) 

Luke 20:22 - Jesus was questioned about paying tax, he answered 
with a word of wisdom…? 

Acts 5:38,39 - is this from God or men? 

Acts 6 - the apostles avoided a church split 

Acts 15 - wisdom about gentiles in the church 

2) Word of Knowledge  

giving revelation regarding a decision or situation. 

John 1:43-51 philip and nathaniel -  

John 4 woman at the well 

Acts 5:1-11 - ananias and sapphira  
Acts 8:18-24 - simon the sorcerer and Peter 



3) Faith  
Measure of faith Rom 12:3 
Jesus is the author and finisher of our faith - Hebrews 12 
Faith comes by hearing - Rom 10:17 
saving faith Rom 10:9   - these are not the supernatural 
instantaneous gift -  

Acts 11:22-24 - Barnabas had faith to reach people 
Rom 4:18-21 - Abrahams faith for a miracle 
Peters faith revelation - thou art the Christ 

Hebrews 11 - hall of fame faith - evidence of things not seen 

4) Gifts of Healing  

Acts 3:1-10 - Peter and the lame man 
Acts 5:16 - Peters shadow healed many  
Mark 16:15 - lay hands on the sick 
call for the elders James 5:14-16 
 Acts 19:12 - handkerchiefs and aprons 

5) Working of Miracles  

Acts 2:43 signs and wonders by the apostles

Acts 9:36-43 Peter raised Tabitha from the dead 
Acts 13 4-12 - Paul caused a magician to be blind 



6) Prophecy  

proclamation and prediction. forth telling and/ or foretelling -  
revelation of something that God is about to do -  
state of utterance, pouring forth words automatically under 
divine inspiration 

Eph 4:11 - 5 fold ministries - prophets, evangelists, etc 
Acts 2:17,18 - sons and daughters would prophecy 
Acts 8:17, Acts 19:6 - they spoke with tongues and 
prophecied 
1 Thess 5:20 - dont despise prophecies 

The book of Revelation is prophecy

Matt 16:22,23 - Jesus said get behind me Satan… 
Acts 5:1-11 - Peter said that Satan had filled their hearts to 
lie 
Acts 16:16-18 - slave girl with the spirit of divination -  
…7 sons of sceva Acts 19:11-20

Rev 2:2 - testing spirits
