1. Rhema - word of faith

Kenneth Hagin - pastored A/G 
churches in the 50s and 60s then founded 
Rhema college now with 30,000 graduates
sold 65 million books on faith.

Kenneth Copeland

Oral Roberts - faith healer who 
Pastored in Enid and Shawnee. He founded 
ORU in 1965, debt had climbed to $50 mill, 
when  $95 mill was donated in 2007. He 
taught on seed faith giving.

Rodney Howard Brown

5. Toronto Blessing (Outpouring) - began in 1994 and split from Vineyard in 1995
rolling, shaking, running and even growling

6. Bethel Church - in 2006 broke away from the Assemblies of God
Bill Johnson Pastors The church which hosts a variety of conferences and schools each year 
including: School of Supernatural Ministry, School of the Prophets, School of Worship, Bethel 
Christian School (PK-8), Open Heavens Conference, Kingdom Culture Conference, Piercing the 
Darkness Prophetic Conference. 1,200 students annually with a recording label for Bethel Music

7. Jesus Culture - started worship conferences and music recording in 1999 and split from 
Bethel church - 32 discs published in the last 10 years
