Principles for walking in the WILL of God - 

    1. Always be growing in Scriptural knowledge

2. Ask Elders for wisdom / counsel

3. Discern and seek Spirit Led decision making

FACTS  ABOUT  THE  WILL  OF  GOD:

1. Gods will never contradicts Gods word.

2. The more mature a believer becomes, the more wisdom and discernment he will 

have. He can recognize shallow, carnal, wordly thinking and living.

3. Maturity and wisdom come from mistakes, living, learning, discipline, suffering 

serving and knowing how to put the word into practice.

4.  We can learn “universal principles” but only Gods spirit can reveal details about 

His specific will to apply in a personal situation. One will not contradict the other.

5. Obedience is not optional. Revelation never follows disobedience.

6. God is Sovereign.  



Jerimiah 29:11 – I know the plans I have for you declares the Lord...

James 1:5 - If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask God, who gives generously to 

all without finding fault, and it will be given to you. 6But when you ask, you must 

believe and not doubt, because the one who doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and 

tossed by the wind. 7That person should not expect to receive anything from the Lord. 

8Such a person is double-minded and unstable in all they do.
