Process of Power with God...

1. God does NOT add Spiritual Power on top of human abilities.

FCOR 118 For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but
to us who are being saved it is the power of God. !° For it is written: “I will destroy
the wisdom of the wise; the intelligence of the intelligent I will frustrate.”

20 Where is the wise person? Where is the teacher of the law? Where is the
philosopher of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? 2! For
since in the wisdom of God the world through its wisdom did not know him, God
was pleased through the foolishness of what was preached to save those who
believe. 22 Jews demand signs and Greeks look for wisdom, 2* but we preach Christ
crucified: a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, 2* but to those
whom God has called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God and the
wisdom of God. ?° For the foolishness of God is wiser than human wisdom, and the
weakness of God is stronger than human strength. ¢ Brothers and sisters, think of
what you were when you were called. Not many of you were wise by human
standards; not many were influential; not many were of noble birth. 2’ But God
chose the foolish things of the world to shame the wise; God chose the weak things
of the world to shame the strong.

2. God gives generously to those who admit their need.

Humility welcomes supernatural intervention.

3. Self awareness of our weakness is NOT the same as a Victim
mentality.

2 Corinthians 12:9-11

? But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in
weakness.” Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my weaknesses, so that
Christ’s power may rest on me. '° That is why, for Christ’s sake, I delight in
weaknesses, in insults, in hardships, in persecutions, in difficulties. For when I am
weak, then I am strong.



4. Without Power it is impossible to “walk in Gods will”

““accomplish His calling on your life”
“ overcome sin”
“serve others”

John 15:5 - for without Me you can do nothing.
