• LUST: I WANT IT.    
 
Samson went down to Timnah and saw there a young Philistine 
woman. 2 When he returned, he said to his father and mother, "I have 
seen a Philistine woman in Timnah; now get her for me as my wife."  
Judges 14:1-2 
 

Timnah in Philistine territory, 4 miles from Samson’s village Zorah. 
Didn’t ask, Don’t care what God says… what’s wise… good for me…

• ENTITLEMENT: I DESERVE IT. 
 
Lion approaches—Mountain lion. Spirit of the Lord came on Samson 

Tears the lion apart! 
 
Some time later, when he went back to marry her, he turned aside to 
look at the lion's carcass. In it was a swarm of bees and some honey, 9 
which he scooped out with his hands and ate as he went along.  
Judges 14:8-9a 
 

Broke a vow to God for a handful of honey! 
 

Leave faithful wife—home wrecker, Boat instead of tithe or provide 
Cheap thrills with a computer screen rather than be honest!

• PRIDE: I CAN HANDLE IT.      Cut hair, touch dead, drunk.  

 
Now his father went down to see the woman. And Samson made a feast 
there, as was customary for bridegrooms. Judges 14:10 
 
feast: mishteh (mish-teh'); a feast or party; a celebration or 
occasion for drinking.     Keg party! Bachelor party!
