Acts 24:14 – (Paul) But this I confess to you, that according to the Way, which they call a 

sect, I worship the God of our fathers, believing everything laid down by the Law and 

written in the Prophets 

Isa 30:21 - And your ears shall hear a word behind you, saying, “This is the way, walk in 

it,” when you turn to the right or when you turn to the left. 

Acts 9:2 - And asked him for letters to the synagogues at Damascus, so that if he found 

any belonging to the Way, men or women, he might bring them bound to Jerusalem.
