The tradition of requiring witnesses to swear an honesty oath likely traces back to 

Roman times. And was used in medieval times. 

State and federal penalties for perjury include fines up to $100,000 and/or prison 

terms upon conviction up to 5 years.  

The elements of perjury are (1) that the declarant took an oath to testify truthfully, 

(2) that he willfully made a false statement contrary to that oath (3) that the 

declarant believed the statement to be untrue, and (4) that the statement related 

to a material fact. It is easy to prove that a declarant took an oath.

Famous lies in world history – 

1. At the 1919 World Series, eight Chicago White Sox baseball players intentionally 

lost against the Cincinnati Reds in exchange for a gambling bribe of $100,000 

(nearly $1.5 million today). 

2. PT Barnham lied about side shows! A former slave in New York, he falsely 

claimed that she was the 161-year-old former nurse of George Washington, she 

was 84. 

3. the Soviet Union lied to the United States time and time again about their true 

intentions to plant missiles in Cuba. on October 14, 1962, the secret came out 

when an American U-2 spy plane spotted and photographed numerous missiles 

being snuck into Cuba. 



4. From 1778 to 1871, the United States signed some 368 treaties with various 

Indigenous people across the North American continent. Almost all were broken. 

On March 26, 1839, Cherokee Indians came to the end of the “Trail of Tears,” a 

forced death march from their ancestral home in the Smoky Mountains to the 

Indian Territory in Tahlequah. their newly designated Indian reserve was called 

“Oklahoma” (home of the red man). Some of the land was sold for .80 per acre 

and 50 years later on April 22, 1889, nearly 8 million acres of land opened up to 

white settlement.

    Quest Narrative. ... a long or arduous search for something. 

    Viewpoint Narrative. – from that point of view, his particular standpoint

Gender Dysphoria - A concept designated in the DSM-5 as clinically significant 

distress or impairment related to a strong desire to be of another gender, which 

may include desire to change primary and/or secondary sex characteristics.
